Let this evening be a way
to explore the poetry of this tradition and learn about sufism as it is actually lived and has been lived,
in a diverse array of cultures, and through expressions in many languages {(not only Rumi's native
tongue of Persian).

Please join us for an evening of poetry recitation, and brief explanations from individual standpoints
of what sufism means and how it is practiced. The evening will include poems in Arabic, Persian and
Turkish; including Arabic poems by'Umar Ibn al-Farid(1181-1235), Ibn 'Arabi, Sharaf al-Din Muham-
mad ibn Sa‘id Al-Bisiri (1213-1296); Turkish poems by Hayreti, Mihri Hatun, Yunus Emre, and Sezai
Karakog; Persian Poems by Rumi, Sa’adi, Khwajab Abdullah Ansari, Ghazi; and a selection of Urdu and
Pashto poems.
